Library Director’s Report:  LIBRARY STATISTICS:  Alixe presented the February, 2015 Statistics. 

MEETINGS/ACTIVITIES: Alixe gave an update on the Mid-Wisconsin System with the notation that Jefferson 

County is considering leaving the System. This would leave only Dodge and Washington Counties in the 

System.  Alixe and Geri gave an update on the Friends Group with the item that the Group will be holding a 

Polka Dance Fund Raiser on April 18th at the Pavilion.  It was also noted that a new TV has been donated to 

the Library from Charter.  The Friends Group is also on facebook, twitter, etc.   BUILDING: Alixe gave an 

update on the new furnace.  It may be necessary to close the library during the time of installation because 

of the noise, traffic, etc.  AUTOMATION:   Nothing to Report.  STAFF/UPCOMING EVENTS:  1.  Agnesian Health 

Care meeting on grief recovery will be held for 7 meetings.
