Item #11 – Discuss Initial Vacant Commercial Building Ordinance Proposal. 

Ald. Longo presented a draft Vacant Commercial Building Ordinance for the Council to review. The main 

item is (c), number (2) the owner shall be required to renew the registration for successive 6-month periods 

as long as the building remains vacant. Upon initial registration, there is no fee for the first 2 year period. 

After this 2 year period where such building remains vacant, renewals of registration will be on a six-month 

period at a fee of $.10/sq.ft. of the land and building. It will be discussed at the next Finance Committee 

meeting.
