This is for the
Barwig Lift Station. Motion carried 6-0.

It was noted that this is for this year’s
street project, the sewer portion only. Existing funds were used and this reimburses those funds. Ald.
Sertich commented that we will need to look at the bonds next year to see what can be refinanced.
