B. Police Department:

I. Staffing Update: Vacation scheduling is completed for the year. All officers have completed their in-
service for the year. Captain MacNeill submitted a grant to the Federal Government last year for
funds to support wages and benefits of two officers for three years. The grant was denied. He plans
to submit another application this year. He is checking to determine if he will be required to complete
a new application or can resubmit last year’s.
