Discussion with possible action on Iron Lane Right of Way Issue.

Don Neitzel explained that the westerly portion of what is currently posted as Iron Lane is not actually City right of way, but is rather privately owned by the Smith’s, Griffin’s, and Okon’s.  The City obviously maintains this and has it posted, but does not own it.  The Smith’s are trying to sell their property and need to get this issue addressed either by the City accepting a dedication of this or an easement will have to be drafted.  


Jeff Butzke of Compass Land Surveying passed out a map showing the proposed 40’ wide right of way that is being offered by way of dedication to the City that would connect Furnace Street with the existing Iron Lane right of way, which is also 40’ wide.

Motion by Pasbrig, second by Neumeyer to approve accept 40’ wide right-of-way dedication as presented, with the City to maintain the lawn area on the north west side of the roadway.  Roll call vote was taken;  Motion carried 6-0.

   Discussion with possible action on CSM Approval.

   Jeff Butzke presented the Certified Survey Map for the above mentioned parcels and 
   
   showing the right of way dedication for the previously mentioned portion of Iron Lane.  He  
   explained the property line between the Griffin & Smith Parcels needed to be addressed as 
   the current layout had Mr. Griffin owning a portion of Smith’s house.


   Bob Smith wanted to be sure that this new CSM reference an existing CSM in the area.  Jeff 
   stated that the new CSM does in fact reference an existing CSM in the area.


   Motion by Smith, second by Legas to recommend approval of CSM to the City Council of 
   all four parcels as submitted.  Roll call vote was taken;  Motion carried 6-0.
5.)
Discussion with possible action on the Application for Site Plan Review for MJR Properties, LLC.  Parcel #251-1216-2242-005.

Don Neitzel reviewed the site plan submittal with the Plan Commission addressing the guidelines set by the B-2 Zoning classification for this parcel.  He stated that he calculated the number of parking stalls required based upon the square footage of the retail area and not the overall size of the building, as the majority of the building will be warehousing/storage. He also stated that all outside lighting will be wall pac units, with no free standing parking lot lights.  Stormwater management is not an issue as the disturbed area will be less than one acre.


Bob Smith stated that he would like to see the southwest corner of the proposed building meet the 25’ rear yard set back, which it currently shows on the plan of having a 10.5’ setback at this corner.  Don Neitzel said he treated this as a 10’ side yard set back due to the triangular shape of the lot.  Bob questioned on whether things could be shifted a little bit to try and meet the 25’ set back.  Upon looking at another plan sheet which shows a second future building that is to be built within the next two years, and that it is planned for this to have a 10.5’ setback as well and there isn’t much room to shift things, Bob stated that he then satisfied with it as submitted.


Motion by Smith, second by Pasbrig to approve site plan as submitted.  Roll call vote was taken;  Motion carried 6-0.
