Item #2 — Approve Minutes of June 18, 2012, and June 21, 2012, meetings.

Item #3 — Citizens Comments.

Item #4 — Monthly Utilities Report.

A. Barwig Lift Station Progress.
Ron Wellner reported that the new lift station is on-line. A panel for the transducer did fail
and has been repaired and is working. The area is ready for paving. They want to put a
fence around the lift station after the paving. There have been problems with kids at the lift
station and foot bridge and around the generator.

B. Well #3 Radium Progress Report.
Ron Wellner reported that the plans were approved by the DNR last Tuesday. The Utility
Commission noted concern for testing for magnesium twice a week. Ald. Redeker asked
that Ron share information as it comes available.

C. Sewer Jetting Progress Report.
Ron Wellner reported the problem sewers are done. The hot weather has slowed this down.
The sewer jetting will start up again when it is cooler.

D. Water System Report.
Ron Weller noted that the valve exercising is done. The summer help has been painting
hydrants. Ron also reported on patching of roads. They do not use community service for
the painting of the hydrants because the summer help does other responsibilities.

Ron Wellner reported that the wells are down slightly but nothing to be concerned with at
this time.
